My dear brothers and sisters,  
 
Greetings to you and your dear families. I hope and pray that you are well by the grace of God.  
 
Please forgive me for the omission of our weekly message last week. I know you eagerly await the newsletter and 
the reflection. I was as they say 'having a senior moment'.  
 
As you know, I always like to reflect on what is happening in our community and the world at large. In England at 
the present time, there seems to be a reoccurring theme in the news about integrity and honesty. The people 
that we have elected to represent us and those that are expected to be role models have perhaps fallen short in 
our estimations and we have begun to question their moral fibre. With this in mind, I have a beautiful story to 
share.  
 
The seed of honesty

By 
now, others were talking about their plants, but Jim didn’t have a plant and he felt like a failure. 
 
Six months went by — still nothing in Jim’s pot. He just knew he had killed his seed. Everyone else had trees and 
tall plants, but he had nothing. Jim didn’t say anything to his colleagues, however… He just kept watering and 
fertilizing the soil – He so wanted the seed to grow. 
 
A year finally went by and all the young executives of the company brought their plants to the CEO for inspection. 
 
Jim told his wife that he wasn’t going to take an empty pot. But she asked him to be honest about what 
happened. Jim felt sick to his stomach, it was going to be the most embarrassing moment of his life, but he knew 
his wife was right. 
 
He took his empty pot to the board room. When Jim arrived, he was amazed at the variety of plants grown by the 
other executives. They were beautiful — in all shapes and sizes.
